Peeking into the 
brain – Bernie may 
know what you’re 
thinking!

BERNIE FERNANdo IS CABRINI’S 
oNLY ELECTRoENCEphALogRAm 
(EEG) TEChNICIAN, WIRINg-Up 
pATIENTS To REVEAL ThE WoRkINgS 
of ThEIR BRAINS.

Many patients relying on Bernie�s expertise 
come to �nd causes and management 
techniques for several conditions including 
all sorts of seizures, fainting, brain injuries, 
confusion and epilepsy. The graduate of 
an applied science degree, Bernie has 
worked at the Royal Melbourne and in 

London where she says she gained vital 
experience to help her in her care of 
Cabrini patients. Typically, she attaches  
25 wires to the patient�s head before 
recording brain activity.

Bernie recently attended the Epilepsy 
Society conference in Melbourne, thanks 
to a grant made possible by donations  
to the Cabrini Institute through the Rory 
Willis grant. Mr Willis was an ear, nose 
and throat surgeon who was Medical 
Director of Cabrini Hospital from 1969 to 
1987. Cabrini�s Governing Board created 
a grant in his honour, acknowledging his 
scholarship within the Institute.

�The conference was fantastic. I was able 
to enhance my knowledge of epilepsy 
and was able to network with other 
hospital technicians,� Bernie says. �It was 
heartening to attend the conference and 

to know we�re using the latest equipment 
here at Cabrini.�

Bernie and the doctors who analyse the 
EEG results hope to increase the amount 
of overnight testing offered, perhaps 
observing patients for four days when 
necessary. Expansion plans include  
a new machine and more staff.
